Satisfactory progress toward the B.A. in English, Major in Professional and Technical Writing, requires that upon having 
attempted 72 credits (including transfer, advanced placement, advanced standing, credit by examination, and course 
withdrawal), students must have passed 12 of the required credits in the English Core (Section I) and have attained a GPA of 
2.0 or better both within the major and overall.
